LWF Nepal, which is the
Emergency Operation Secretariat
of ACT Alliance Nepal Forum,
a consortium of like-minded
humanitarian organization working
in Nepal, provided the support to the
most-affected families in coordination
with the local government agencies
after conducting need assessments of
the people living in those shelters, a
press statement issued by LWF said.
